Adding & Subtracting Fractions

1. Check to see if they have the same denominators. If so, go to 2.  If not, go to 5.

2. Add or Subtract the whole number as indicated.  

3. Add or Subtract the numerators. 

4. Denominator remains the same.

5. If denominators are different, then you must find the LCD.  Follow finding LCD steps in your notes.
