Print and photocopy onto Legal size paper.  You may omit the keys to the right.  Omitting these keys will allow you to enlarge keyboard to desired size for students to practice on.

Color code for students who do not have a computer or word processor at home to practice their keyboarding and finger placements.  They can practice "typing" on paper.  Each key should be color coded.  EX:  Each key the left pinky finger uses should be the same color as the Letter A on the "home row".   Each key the left ring finger uses, should be another color.  Each key the left middle finger uses should be yet another color.  So on and so forth.

I only have a few students who did not have a computer at home and wished to learn how to type at home as well as school. Taking the time to create a duplicate of a keyboard elated them.  Teachers often found them "typing" notes in class.  
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
