Dividing Decimals

Dividing by 10, 100, 1000

1. Whole number in front

2. Place the decimal point

3. Divide as Usual

In order to move the decimal in 1.2 multiply by 10.  This will move the decimal point over to the right by 1 place.

You must move both sides of the dividing line.  You multiply by the number of zeros.

1 zero = 10, 2 zeros = 100, 3 zeros = 1000 etc.  After you decide how many zero places you have, move the decimal that many places to the right.
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
