FRACTION to a DECIMAL

Change 5/8 to a Decimal. 


Divide Denominator INTO the Numerator. 

Example:

5 divided by 8 = .625

FRACTION to a PERCENT

Change 5/8 to a Percent.


Divide Denominator INTO the Numerator.  Multiply your decimal answer by 100.


Example:




5 divided by 8 = .625




Multiply .625 by 100 = 62.5%

(When multiplying by 100, you are just moving the decimal point 2 places to the right)

25%


¼


.25

75%


¾


.75

33%


1/3


.3

1/3, 1/6, 1/9 = Multiples of 3 ALWAYS repeat.

1/1 =1


 2/2 = 1


3/3 = 1


4/4 =1

(Any number over itself is always 1.  In the example 2/2.  The denominator will go into the numerator EXACTLY 1 time.)
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
