Below there are eight journal assignments.  You must pick six of them to write on.  The first three must be turned in by _____________________, and the second three by ____________________.

This is worth a total of 200 points for all six journals.  Journals must be fully answered (in other words, use full sentences and two or three sentences will not answer the question.  The object of the less is for you to express your ideas verbally.)  Most journals will be approximately ½ to 1 page in length.  Remember neatness and proper spelling add to the overall readability of the journal assignments and the content should be school appropriate.

2. Most companies have an identifying mark on their products (a logo or figurehead).  Collect several logos and tape them to your paper.  What geometric figures or constructions do you see?  Create your own logo using a straightedge and/or/compass.  Compare your logo to your classmates’ logos, what figures/constructions were used most often?  Why?

3. If you had three containers, which held three, five, and nine liters respectfully, how could you use these containers to find seven liters exactly?  Draw pictures to explain your thinking.

4. Imagine you are a news anchorperson.  Write the lead story for the evening news in the city of Arithmetown, where everything that happens involves math.

5. Using math terms and definitions, create a crossword puzzle with at least twenty clues.  You may also expand this to create a crossnumber puzzle with math facts.

6. Write a humorous story about a world with no parallel lines.  What types of things might look strange or not work properly.
