All living things made up of 1 or more cells.


Basic unit of structure / Function of all living things.


New cells come from other cells.





ORGANELLE - (P. 77) -


	Cell structure, carries out work of cell.





NUCLEUS - (P. 77) -


	Organelle controls activities of cell.





NUCLEAR MEMBRANE - (P. 78) -


	Surrounds nucleus


Separates nucleus from other parts of cell.





CYTOPLASM - (P 78) -


	Jelly-like substance


Surrounds nucleus 





MITOCHONDRIA - (P. 78) -


	Organelles that releases energy from food.





RIBOSOMES - (P. 78) -


	Organelles which new proteins are formed.





ENDOPLASMIC RETICULUM (“ER”) - (P. 79) -


	Network of membranes throughout cytoplasm.





VACUOLES - (P. 79) -


	Fluid-filled sacs in a cell.





CELL MEMBRANE - (P. 80) -


	Controls movement of substances in/out of cell.





CELL WALL - (P. 80) -


	Non-living


	Surrounds plant cell.
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CHLOROPLASTS - (P. 80) -


	Organelle makes food for plant cell.





PHOTOSYNTHESIS - (P. 81) -


	Process which plants use energy from sun to make food.





CHLOROPHYLL - (P. 81) -


	Found in chloroplast


	Used in process of photosynthesis.





CHROMOSOME - (P. 92) -


	Thread-like structure made up of DNA & protein.
