Spanish Games

· Pictionary (with vocabulary words,)

· Musical Chairs (to Spanish, French, etc,)

· Scavenger Hunts take a lot prep time but it's worth it.  The kids usually love it and they learn.  You can limit them to a few sources, (for example: give them a set of clues and have them find the items 
in their books.  The clue: Busque un telefono.  Then the students find a picture of a telephone in their books and write down the page number.  The first to find all the items wins.  This is a good individual scavenger hunt. 

In a group hunt, have students (in groups of no more than four) create listed items with the materials given (the list in whatever language being learned.)  So their materials might be three sheets 
of construction paper, four pipe cleaners, a pair of scissors and a small lump of clay.  And with this they have to create the listed items, (The list: muchacho, lapiz, mesa, 4 sillas, etc.)

· Scrabble- Write a scrambled vocabulary word on the board.  Have two teams that send up one player at time.  Who ever gets the word 
and its meaning first gets the point.  If it's a difficult word, the teacher can give hints.

· Old Maid is a game students can create and play in pairs.  Have students make picture cards that correspond with vocabulary words. 

· Loteria is a Spanish game similar to Bingo.  It's very popular in Mexico and other Hispanic countries.  I think it can be bought at Toys R Us.
